
 

BARLAP - BATCH LICENSE RESET FUNCTIONS 

Ever have a whole series of licenses that need information updates?  Now you can update information 

on all the licenses at one time using these new Batch Task Update Reset commands. 

  
BARLAP now has features that allow users to batch-update TASKS and LICENSE ARCHIVE/RESET 

functions, which speeds up the data entry/update functions inside the system.  Four new command 

options and one new query are available from the Barlap HomeScreen: 

 

1. Batch Task Update ς Update ACTIVE ς updates Task ACTIVE information on a series of licenses 

matching input criteria.  All fields for the Task Active object can be updated using one batch 

comment. 

2. Batch Task Update ς Update FILED - updates Task FILED information on a series of licenses 

matching input criteria.  All fields for the Task Active object can be updated using one batch 

comment. 

3. Batch Task Update ς Update ISSUED - updates Task ISSUED information on a series of licenses 

matching input criteria.  All fields for the Task Active object can be updated using one batch 

comment. 



 

4. Batch Archive Reset - Task ISSUED - updates Task Active information on a series of licenses 

matching input criteria.  All fields for the Task Active object can be updated using one batch 

comment.  

To check or test how many licenses might qualify for an update, a system query has been designed as a 

PREVIEW mechanism to return a license data set based on input criteria.  Use this query to see how 

many licenses would be updated using any of the above commands. 

 

5. BARLAP - BATCH LICENSE INQUIRY QUERY ς Run this query, enter the criteria for a license 

search and select OK ς Barlap will return a listing of licenses that match the license and filter 

criteria.  Use that same criteria to run a Batch Update to update Task data fields. 

 

 

RUNNING A BATCH TASK UPDATE COMMAND 

Updating data through a BATCH RESET is very similar to using any other system query.  Steps include: 

1. Run a Batch License Inquiry Query to determine the # of licenses being updated.  Licenses must 

match a) LICENSE TYPE and b) EXPIRATION DATE.  They can also be filtered by STATE, COUNTY 

and/or CITY (wildcard is %).  Output defaults to on-screen, or you can select an option to send 

the data to Excel. 

2. Select the BATCH RESET command you would like to run, from the HomeScreen NEW menu. 

 

3. Input the data changes you would like to update in the corresponding fields for the BATCH 

COMMAND. 



 

To run the command, check the CONFIRM box, enter a Confirmation Email address, and select OK to 

launch. 

4. Select OK to run the command.  The system will complete the operation in the BACKGROUND, 

and EMAIL you the results of the update upon completion.

RUNNING A BATCH LICENSE RESET ς UPDATE COMMAND 

The ARCHIVE/RESET BATCH command combines a Batch Update ς ISSUED command with an 

Archive/Reset function.  This allows a user to update the Issued data in the Task for a series of licenses 

and run an Archive/Reset on those licenses to move them to their next renewal period.  So it does two 

processes at once; updates the final Task information for the Archive, and then does the Archive/Reset 

to store the old data and reset each license for its next renewal period.   

1. To run the command, launch the command from the HomeScreen. 

 

2. On the command screen, complete the search, update and reset criteria. 

 

Licenses will be sorted, the Task-FILED information will be updated, each license will be ARCHIVED and 

RESET per the instructions, and a final confirmation Email will be sent notifying the users of the changes. 

3.  Select OK to run the command.  The system will complete the operation and EMAIL you the 

results of the update upon completion
